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Dear Colleague,

Membership of the College of Emergency Medicine, Autumn 2012 – please read carefully.
The College recognises that there are some trainees who are in training posts who have not paid the College’s annual training administration fee but who do have access to the College e-portfolio. This situation has caused some confusion and has led to some candidates not receiving adequate notice of the intention to sit requirement for MCEM.

The College will therefore accept intention to sit forms for the Autumn 2012 MCEM Part B and C examination from anyone who is CURRENTLY a CT2 or CT3 trainee and has passed Part A and has not previously submitted their form for Parts B and C. 
If you meet the above criteria and wish to apply for the Autumn 2012 sitting, you must send:
· The MCEM B&C intention to sit form (together with the appropriate fee), [DOWNLOAD HERE] plus 

· The training registration form [DOWNLOAD HERE], plus 

· The annual training administration fee [DOWNLOAD HERE]

This opportunity will only be open until the 28th February 2012.

Any trainee who has not submitted all of the requirements outlined above, will not be considered for the Autumn 2012 examination. There will be no exceptions. 
There are two stages to booking a place in the examination:

Stage 1 – intention to sit the MCEM Parts B and C in autumn 2012 and payment of deposit – closing date 28th February 2012 – 5pm 
If you will become eligible for the examination during the next academic year, you will need to submit an intention to sit form and pay a non-refundable deposit of £275. 
This needs to be with the College office, signed by your educational supervisor or Training programme director by Tuesday, 28th February 2012.
We will acknowledge this deposit and form within 10 working days, if you do not hear from the College you MUST assume the letter has not reached the College and you should resubmit the form or telephone the College.  We will not contact you if we do not hear from you. 

The deposit required is non-refundable.  This means that if you do not subsequently submit your MCEM application form and relevant documentation for the sitting that you have indicated on the intention to sit form you will lose your deposit.

PLEASE NOTE THAT THE INTENTION TO SIT FORM IS NOT YOUR MCEM APPLICATION FORM.
Stage 2 – submission of application form – closing dates for diets 20th July 2012 for Autumn 2012 

The deposit will be used as a part payment for your examination fee, with the balance due by the closing date for the MCEM sitting that you intend to apply for with your fully completed MCEM application form.

All correspondence about the examination will be sent by email – it is the candidates’ responsibility to ensure the EXAMINATION and TRAINING departments have their up to date email address.  The College will not take any responsibility for emails sent to old email addresses that have not been updated. 

In summary - the cheque for the non refundable deposit for £275.00 (made payable to the College of Emergency Medicine) and intention to sit form must be submitted to Tracey Martin and the closing date of receipt is 28th February 2012.
